The proposed certification regulation for GFNMS has
been modified with regard to existing permitted uses,
consistent with a mandate under the NMSA not to
“terminate any valid lease, permit, license, or right of
subsistence use or of access that is in existence on the
date of designation of any national marine sanctuary”
(16 U.S.C. 1434(c)). The amended regulation would
further define the process and establish criteria to allow
certification of preexisting leases, permits, licenses or
rights of subsistence use or access In the sanctuary
expansion area, In existence on the effective date of the
sanctuary expansion.

The proposed regulations regarding
MPWC use in the GFNMS expansion
area have been modified. MPWC use
In the existing GFNMS boundary
would continue to be prohibited, but
no new regulations would be
extended to the GFNMS expanded
area until NOAA can consider the
Issue in more depth through a
separate public process, upon
finalization of the sanctuary
expansion.
